Our design program “Inspired By Imagination” will be presented by Jo Krallman from Benton, Arizona.
Class 1: “And Down We Go” (A Cascade Design) 
                Exhibitors choice of plant material and components.  Staged on a table  

                top space of 30” deep X 30” wide.  Staging panel is optional.  Must  

                include a card listing all plant materials used.

Class 2: “Aren’t We Beautiful” (A Featured Plant Material Design)        

                Staged on a table top. Space allowed 30” deep X 32” wide.  Staging  

                Panel required, with a minimum height of 42”.  Must include a card 
                listing all plant materials used.  Eligible for the Designer’s Choice Award.


Judges, taking the written exam, select your preference of design to bring for oral point scoring area.  Three designs for each class are needed for the written exam area.  Master Judges, please consider your preference of design, and volunteer to bring that design.  Judges make your choice soon, so you can get your preference of design. 
 
Our Horticulture program ‘Summer’s Wonders’ will be presented be presented by Judith Newman from Menomonee Falls, Wisconsin.   

Class 1: “A Rainbow of Color in the Garden” (Echinacea) 
                A single stem (single bloom or branched stem). Two or more leaves exhibited in a  

                clear bottle provided by Committee. Length of stem in proportion to bloom.  Wedging 
                provided by Committee.  Binomial name plus cultivar must be given.  Comments 
                MUST be made in each box telling why points were deducted and/or allowed,
Class 2: “Displays” 

                A display of five or more related specimens.  Complete binomial names plus cultivar 
                (if possible) MUST be given.  Allotted table space 36” wide, 28” deep, 48” high.  
               Table draped in black.  Exhibitor to provide staging. 
Attention Judges:  We need 3 displays for oral point scoring (testing judges) and exam area (Master Judges).  Bring Echinacea specimens also.
REMEMBER: You can borrow and/or buy horticulture plant materials for symposium. 
Allied Topics are “How Did They do That” (Design Techniques) and “Writing Comment Cards”.


Two Judges are needed to participate on the Master Panel each day.  You can get a judging credit with this activity.  When you bring a design or horticulture exhibit, you also get exhibiting credit.  If you can proctor the written exam either day, your help will be greatly appreciated.  Your participation determines the success of our symposium.
